Local Tax Professional Attends The NEW ENGLAND IRS TAX PAYER REPRESENTATION CONFERENCE
Keeping Up-to-Date with Tax Laws Affecting Taxpayers

(Madison, AL) – Raymond Garnsey, EA of Financial Management Services recently attended The New England IRS Tax Payer Representation Conference held at Foxwoods Casino in Ledyard, CT. The conference provided a unique learning environment with top practitioners as well as representatives from the IRS Special Agents Office, IRS Appeals Office and United States Attorney’s Office. 

During the forum, enrolled agents, CPA’s and attorneys were updated on the many issues that affect individual and business taxpayer representation. Topics presented included what to do when the IRS comes calling, preparing and handling client appeals, dealing with IRS Collections when your client can’t pay, utilizing bankruptcy to assist clients in resolving outstanding tax debts, ethical issues for practitioners dealing with the IRS and ethical issues for IRS personnel when dealing with taxpayers and practitioners, handling Civil Exams when there are indications of fraud and Criminal Tax Investigations.
Enrolled agents comprise a diverse group of federally-authorized tax practitioners who have demonstrated technical competence in tax law and are licensed to practice by the United States government. EAs advise and represent taxpayers before the IRS, including taxpayers who are being examined, are unable to pay, or are trying to avoid or recover penalties. EAs also prepare tax returns for individuals, partnerships, corporations, estates, trusts and any other entities with tax-reporting requirements. Unlike tax attorneys and CPAs who are licensed by the states and may or may not choose to specialize in taxes, all EAs specialize in taxation and are required by the federal government to maintain their professional skills with continuing professional education. They are the only federally-licensed tax practitioners who have unlimited rights of representation before the IRS. 
Raymond Garnsey, EA is a member in good standing of the National Association of Enrolled Agents (NAEA). The principal concern of NAEA and its members is honest, intelligent and ethical representation of the financial position of taxpayers before the IRS. Members of NAEA must fulfill continuing professional education requirements that exceed the IRS’ requirements. NAEA membership also entails stringent adherence to a Code of Ethics and Rules of Professional Conduct, as well as compliance with the Treasury Department’s Circular 230 regulations. NAEA members belong to a strong network of experienced, well-trained tax professionals who effectively represent their clients and work to ensure the tax code is fairly applied and reasonably enforced.
